OFF-HIGHWAY VEHICLES

Coral Pink Sand Dunes offers 1,200 acres of open riding
area for OHV enthusiasts. OHVs must be currently

registered and have an orange whiptail flag.

All operators must have a valid driver’s license or
state-recognized certification, and riders 17 and under
must wear a properly sized and fastened helmet at all
times. Utah State Park Rangers strongly encourage all
riders to wear helmets. OHV riders should contact park
personnel for additional OHV laws and rules before

venturing onto the dunes.

Adjacent to the park, riders will find hundreds of
miles of trails on lands managed by the USDI Bureau

of Land Management.

Reservations

Advance reservations are available for group-use and
individual campsites and are always recommended. Indi-
vidual campsite reservations may be made a minimum of
two days in advance of arrival date and up to |16 weeks
in advance of park checkout date. Group reservations

may be made up to || months in advance.
